AensesnaEsIALOR RS LY s mnnnen {born April 16, 1935} is an American pop music singer of Polish and Lithuanian
ethnic-background. In pop music circles, he became known as "The Polish Prince of Poch”, as his
music plays tribute to his Polish heritage. Known of this angelic vocals and his best love songs, his
most popular song, "Blue Velvet” (a cover of Tony Bennett's 1951 song), peaked at No. 1 on the now
renamed Billboard Pop Singles Chart. It also served as inspiration for the film of the same name. He
also recorded a song “My melody of love” known in Poland as “Moja droga ja ci¢ kocham” which was
an international hit in 1970-ties.

................................ (born 3 January 1897 — 1 August 1987) was a Polish stage and film actress who
achieved worldwide fame during the silent and golden eras of Hollywood and European film for her
tragedienne and femme fatale roles. She was the first European film star to be invited to Hollywood,
and became one of the most popular actresses in American sitent film. Her varied career included
w_ork as an actress in theater and vaudeville; as a singer and recording artist; as an author; and as a
ballerina.

S sssennnsens {23 October 1885 — 22 April 1953) was a Polish chemist who invented the a

' process, which is used for growing single crystals and in the production of semiconductor wafers. He
is the most cited Polish scholar. He is ranked among the greatest Polish scientists, next to Maria
Sktodowska-Curie and Nicolas Copernicus. An eminent themist, metaliurgist and crystallographer, he
is known as “the father of electronics”.

His method of g’_rbwing_ metal single crystals earned him a lasting place in the canon of world science
literature — today he is the most often quoted Polish scientist. All of us benefit from his discovery.
One can say that most electronic devices, including computers, microwave ovens, TV sets, mobile
phones, displays and the like operate thanks to his method.

.......................... (1840 — 1909) was Poland’s greatest actress of all time who came to Southern
California in 1876 with her husband Charles Bozenta Chlapowski (known in America as Count
Bozenta), and a small group of friends including the future novelist and Nobel laureate Henryk
Sienkiewicz. Their Polish agriculturai colony in the little pioneer town of Anaheim was a financial
failure in the drought and depression of 1877. She, however, {earned some of her former reles in
English and made a sensational stage debut in San Francisco in August of that year. Additional
successes in eastern cities helped launch a notable American dramatic career that was to fast for 30
years.

........................ was the greatest player in baseball history . "The Man" played his entire 22-year
career as an outfielder and first baseman for the Cardinals. He was selected to 24 All-Star games and
is the franchise’s career leader in virtually every batting category. As good a baliplayer Stan was, he
was an even better man. Born in Donora, Pennsylvania, he was originally signed by the Cardinals as a
pitcher, but due to inconsistency and injury he was put in the outfield and ultimately slugged his way
into the National Baseball Hall of Fame.

He retired in 1963 with 3,630 career hits {most in the National League at the time). Exactly half,
1,815, were hit at home while the other half came on the road. He scored 1,949 runs, drove in 1,951
runs, batted over .300 for 16 straight seasons and captured seven National League batting titles,
